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	europeanAddedValue: The project has had a considerable impact on all levels.
Students: One of the more important added values was the use of foreign languages in its natural context. The lessons for Civics and History have also been very different when we worked with students from other  EU-countries, because they could meet, share experiences and see historic places. By using ICT-tools the skills have improved. It is different to communicate with somebody in another country, than to do it with friends at home.The knowledge of entrepreneurship has taught them to set goals, not only in school, but in their future life. Despite our different backgrounds we have understood that we share the same values, which is something we can´t learn by reading in books, but when we meet on line or in real life. When we have got to know each other within Europe we don´t have to feel like strangers and we recognize ourselves within our friends from other EU-countries. We can prevent predjudice and xenophobia and learn to be more open-minded and tolerant when we have met real people. The more international contacts we get, the more understanding for other persons and their way of life we get. Staying with another family in a different country has  been an experience that gives skills and memories for life. Students from poorer families could get a possibility to avoid social exclusion, by being able to participate in a project like this.
Teachers: We exchanged experiences both pedagogically and didactically. Our ICT-skills have improved since we have used them in a natural context. We have also  learnt the method of coaching our students via entrepreneurship. Improvement of ability with foreign languages is also an added value.
